Quality 
 
A Vintage Township home is a home with superior architectural quality and craftsmanship.  In addition, 

all community commons are held to the same standard of quality.  As the only neighborhood in Lubbock 

with a formal set of Design Codes and a functioning Design Review Board, each home is scrutinized both 
during its design and its construction.  Standards are established and compliance is enforced!   

 

From the design stage, each home is compared to its neighbors on its street to insure its architectural style, 

design elements and even its colors compliment its neighbors, making the streetscape stronger and more 
appealing rather than a street of cookie cutter homes. 

 

During construction, the developer routinely checks each home at various stages to insure it complies 
with approved plans.   
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Diversity 
 

Neighborhoods across the country are typified by house size and price point resulting in the segregation

With homes ranging in size from 1,200 to over 5,000 square feet and prices ranging from $175,000 to 

over $1 million on any given block; these homes appeal to young professionals, young families, 

traditional growing families, empty nesters and retirees.

There are four (4) distinct ways a homebuyer can buy a home in Vintage Township. 

 

1. Pre-Built Home 
 

The builders in the Vintage Township Builderôs Guild beautifully design and carefully 

construct homes on a daily basis.  These Pre-Built homes are available for purchase 
during their construction as well as after they are completed.  If a homeowner chooses a 

home while it is in construction, the homeowner has the opportunity to choose their 

finishes such as flooring, painting, cabinetry, countertops, lighting fixtures, plumbing 
fixtures, etc. 

 

2. Pre-Designed Home 

 
Vintage Township has over 300 home plans all boasting beautifully designed traditional 

architecture from Colonial Revival to Victorian styles.  The homeowner will have 

exterior and interior options to choose from that can customize the plan to better fit their 
needs.  The planôs price is updated based on what options the homeowner chooses, 

agreements are signed and construction is scheduled. 

 

3. Semi-Custom Home 

 

The Semi-Custom home is a Pre-Designed home that has been redesigned to better fit the 

homeownerôs needs.  Often a homeowner likes a specific plan but needs another 
bedroom, a larger master bath or a basement, etc.  The homeowner sits down with the 

Vintage Guild Builder to discuss the design modifications they desire.  The Vintage 

Guild Builder then has the design modified and re-priced.   Agreements are signed and 
construction is scheduled. 

 

4. Custom Designed Home 

 
For the client who has specific design criteria, a Custom Designed home is their option.  

The homebuyer chooses a Vintage Guild Builder they wish to build their home and meets 

with the builder to discuss designing their future home.  The builder works with Vintage 
Township pre-approved architects to have the designs drawn.  Subsequent meetings lead 

to design changes and ultimately the final design.  The home is priced, agreements are 

signed and construction scheduled.
